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SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS

· Once scrutineered a vehicle may not leave the confines of the pits. Any vehicle doing so will be required to re-enter (including repayment of entry fee) and be re-scrutineered.

· All vehicles must self-start. Certain race vehicles are permitted remote starts. Push starting is not permitted at any time within the facility.

· All tow vehicles are required to use park lights or hazard flashers when on the return road. Head lights are not to be used on high beam.

· Driver. Rider and crew wrist bands are to be worn at all times. No band, no insurance.

· Crew limits: Supercharged (5), Super Sedan (3), Super Street (2) Street Car and Bike (1)

· Street and Super Street drivers MUST have long sleeve shirts, an approved helmet and ALL vehicle windows must be fully UP.

· Vehicle in the right lane has the right of way at entry to the return road.

· No motorcycle club colours are to be worn by riders or crew.

· Maximum speed limit in the pits is 20kph.

· Maximum speed on the return road is 60kph.

· Motorcycles are not permitted to perform long wheel stands on the racing surface or return road at any time.

· All racers and crew must abide by race control and track staff at all times.

· Burnouts are only to be performed in the burnout area or in the designated burnout area during burnout competitions. Competitors performing burnouts in other areas will be disqualified from competition and future events.

· Race crews attending the start line must be suitably dressed, including sturdy footwear (no thongs).

· All Drivers/Riders must attend the drivers’ briefing.

· All competitors are to familiarise themselves with the facility layout, emergency equipment, track exits, start line procedure etc. If in doubt, please ask.

· Competitors and crew should notify race control of any hazards they become aware of on the racing surface, braking area, return road, pits or general facility.

· No parking on the return road at the rear of the control tower. Park and walk back to get your time slips.

· All entry forms must include full name and address of the driver/rider, and names of all crew. NO exceptions.

· Only one qualifying pass is permitted per class session.

· Drivers/Riders must not begin their burnout and staging until directed by the starter.

· Street car class burnouts may not go past the start line. 

· Any competitor NOT taking part in eliminations for ANY reason MUST notify race control IMMEDIATELY.

These regulations are in place to ensure the enjoyment and safety of ALL competitors and spectators. Please ensure you are aware of and abide by them. They do not replace ANDRA rules.
